TSSAA Office Building Update
Update on Regional Basketball Sites
Enroliments for Classification 2027-2029

The staff would like to discuss options for collecting enrollments for the 2027-
2029 classification period. For Division I, the state office could use an average
ADM over the previous two school years (24-25, 25-26) as reported by the
Department of Education, or follow the procedure that was most recently used,
which would be utilizing the ADM for the 2025-2026 school year to determine
enroliments for 2027-2029.

In Division Il, we have typically asked schools to report their enroliments as of
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a certain date in the fall since there is no central repository for Division Il
enrollments.

Page High School requests to move to Class AA, Region 4, District 8 in golf
beginning with the 2026-27 school year. Page is currently in Class AA, Region
5, District 10.

Football Regulations
D. DI Football Playoff Brackets

This is the first year of a new format for the DI football playoff

brackets. Should the Board of Control wish to continue with this format, the
brackets for years 2, 3, and 4 of the 2025-2029 classification cycle will need to
be approved. Attached is the current format for the distribution of home games
as well as an alternate proposal for the Board to consider. Also attached is a
survey conducted by the Tennessee Football Coaches Association, which
included 140 respondents. The Board of Control will need to decide whether
to continue with the new playoff format for Division | Football, as well as the
preferred format for brackets.

E. DIl Football Classification
Article I, Section 4 of the TSSAA Bylaws now states the following:

For each sport, the method for determining classification shall be the
same for all schools within a Division.

At the November meeting, the staff explained that three possible options would
be as follows:

*1. Set a minimum number of teams for the AAA classification and apply the
success formula to all teams.

*2. Divide the number of teams equally into three classes and apply the
success formula to all teams.

* When the success formula is applied, no team may move up more than 1
classification.

3. Eliminate the success formula and establish a minimum number of teams in
AAA and divide the remaining schools based on enrollment.

4. Divide all FB playing schools into three classes evenly by enroliment.

The staff will present the results of a survey to DIl schools about how to
determine the classification process for Division Il Football in the next contract
cycle. The current system does not meet the aforementioned bylaw
requirement, as a success formula was only applied to assist in determining
which schools would belong to Class AAA. Once the AAA schools were
determined, the success formula was not applied to Class AA and Class A.

Officials Fees Recommendation 2026-2029

The staff has discussed aligning the current officials' fees with those of
surrounding states. The staff will have a recommendation for the Board of
Control to consider.

Request for Lacrosse Co-op Exception

South Greene High School, Greeneville High School, and Chuckey-Doak High
School request to form a three-team cooperative program in Lacrosse. This
item was tabled during the November meeting.

Webb School of Knoxville Proposes an Exception to the Sports Calendar for
Boys Basketball During the NCAA Live Recruiting Periods

This item was tabled during the November meeting. This proposal advocates
for allowing Tennessee boys' high school basketball teams to participate in
both NCAA live recruiting periods. Bruce Slatten of Basketball Coaches
Association of Tennessee will be available to answer questions about the
NFHS June Scholastic Events that could be impacted.

Bradley Central High School proposes moving to a seeded basketball state
championship for Division | that would mirror the current Division | Soccer
seeding format.

Proposal to adjust the practice calendar for high school basketball programs to ensure they
have at least three weeks of practice before Hall of Champions contests.

Proposal to allow students who are academically ineligible the first semester to participate
in athletics once final grades have been posted or when school resumes on or after January
1, whichever occurs first, provided they met the academic requirements during the first
semester. This change became effective immediately.

Proposal to allow coaches to coach their own children during times when the TSSAA
Sports Calendar does not permit them to coach students from their own school, provided
no other students form the coach's school are involved in the activity.

New transfer provision to allow students who transfer due to a school closing to be eligible
immediately.

Change to allow DI schools to host DIl schools in approved cooperative programs.
Changes to membership deadlines and administrative process.

Updated language for Tuition & Financial Aid and addition of fine for schools not in
compliance with reporting requirements.

Addition of ‘consent to treat’ under Physical Examination & Parental Consent.

Proposal to allow students to transfer schools without loss of varsity eligibility after failing to
make the team at their previous school.

Proposal to increase the number of students who can receive individual instruction from
their coaches in a given day. The proposal kept the current numbers assigned to each
sport but allowed a coach to have multiple sessions in a day, provided they take place in
separate locations or at different times.

Proposal to remove the requirement for classified employees to take the NFHS
Fundamentals of Coaching and NFHS Sport First Aid courses.

Proposed change to expand “athletic coaching links" to practice during the summer with a
school team. The state needs to determine a standard that must be met before a student
can participate with a school during the summer.

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Proposed TSSAA Football Requlations Update

Current Language....proposed new language in red

Schools that decide not to participate in the play-off series are not obligated to
participate against other teams within the region nor are other teams obligated to
participate against that school. Schools that choose to drop out of the play-off series
during a classification period, or refuse to play in a playoff game for which they have
qualified, will be subject to the following: 1. The school will be out of the playoffs for the
remainder of the two-year contract cycle and the next two year contract cycle. 2. The
school will pay all contracts to the teams in the same region they are unwilling to play. If
a contract is not written between the region teams, the minimum payment to the schools
affected will be $2,000 per year.

Regular Season Cancellations

A forfeit and corresponding win/loss shall be recorded for any scheduled region football contest
that is not played due to one of the participating schools refusing to play the contest.

A forfeit and corresponding win/loss shall be recorded for any scheduled non-region football
contest that meets all of the following criteria:

1. Both schools are members of TSSAA.

2. The administration of both member schools involved in the contest, and which are
both current members of the TSSAA, formally and mutually agree in writing to classify
the cancellation as a forfeit.

3. The contest was scheduled before the TSSAA football regular season began.

4. |If a contract exists for the contest, the school declaring the forfeit will be subject to any
existing terms, including financial penalties or obligations, as outlined in the mutually
agreed-upon contract between the two schools for that specific contest.

Any non-region contest cancellation that does not meet all criteria above shall continue to be
recorded as a "No Contest.”

e Discouraging current system: The primary concern is that using the "greatest number
of victories" as the first tiebreaker encourages "cupcake" or soft non-region scheduling to
pad wins, penalizing teams that schedule tougher competition.

e Strength of Schedule: Many respondents believe that strength of schedule, quality of
opponents, or wins against teams with a .500 or better record should be a much higher,
if not the highest, factor in tiebreakers to reward teams for challenging themselves.

e Classification and Playoff Teams: Some suggested adding value for playing teams in
the same or a higher classification, or factoring in victories over other playoff-bound
teams.

e System Integrity and Timing: One coach felt that changing procedures mid-cycle is
unfair to those who scheduled based on the current rules, while another suggested
polling coaches again on the new playoff format, as the stated 56% support is
misleading.

e Alternative Tiebreakers: Other suggestions included greater focus on region-based
statistics like point differential (with a cap), a detailed win-loss record analysis against
non-tied region opponents, or exploring models like RPI or power rankings.

e Travel and financial burden: The primary concern across multiple responses is the
excessive travel and associated high costs, especially in the 2nd round, which is
deemed a financial burden. Several coaches noted that their gate revenue is wiped out
by travel expenses, and some suggested the TSSAA should assist with costs, such as
by taking a smaller percentage of the gate or providing travel stipends.

e Matchups and competition: Many coaches appreciate the new format for creating new
matchups, preventing strong teams from eliminating each other early, and leading to
better competition. However, some still prefer the old format for a chance at a region
rematch or because it limited travel.

e Playoff system improvements: Suggestions for improvement include re-seeding after
the first round, changing the brackets every year for different matchups, reducing the
number of classifications, and implementing power rankings to get the best teams to the
finals.

e DII-A and DII-AA specific feedback: For DII-A, there is a strong push to expand the
number of teams making the playoffs to grow the sport and to have a bracket structure
similar to DII-AA. For DII-AA, the current brackets are mostly considered fine.

e Home game and rotation fairness: There is feedback that home sites should be based
on seeding, not a pre-determined bracket position, and a detailed proposal for a rotating
bracket system to give every region champion a chance to host deep playoff games.



Division Il Football Classification 2025-2029

e There will be a minimum of 12 schools in Class AAA. The remaining schools will be split evenly,
by enrollment, between Class AA and Class A.

e When enroliments are gathered, each Division Il football-playing school will be asked to declare
to compete in Class AAA for the upcoming classification cycle.

e If 12 or more schools declare for Class AAA, they will all be placed in Class AAA.

e If fewer than 12 schools declare to participate in Class AAA, a Success Rating Formula will be
used to select the number of schools necessary to meet the 12-school minimum. The highest
rated schools that did not previously declare to be in Class AAA will be placed in Class AAA until
the 12-team minimum is met.

e The Success Rating Formula will utilize data from the two most recently completed football
seasons as of the date enroliments are gathered for the classification cycle. The formula shall be
implemented as follows:

o Enrollment (80%) Grade 9-12 co-ed normalized enroliment

o Postseason wins (10%) - Number of wins beginning Week 12 of each season

o Region Win Percentage (5%) - Percentage of games won of those used to determine
region standings

o Region Scoring Margin (5%) - Cumulative scoring margin in the games used to
determine region standings

e Region Crossover Games
o Each school in Class AAA will play one Class AAA opponent not in their region. These
games will be home-and-home series with two year contracts.

e Class Crossover Games

o If Class AAA has fewer than 14 schools, Class AAA schools will be paired with the
largest schools in Class AA for an additional mandated game for each school. The
largest Class AA school will be paired with the highest-rated Class AAA school, and so on
down the list by enrollment, unless the matchup results in an East-West pairing. In these
cases, the state office must make adjustments to the pairings so that all matchups are
first geographically sound. These games will be home-and home series with two-year
contracts. If schools mutually agree to not play, then the contest will be considered a “no
contest.”

e Class A schools will have the option to move to Class AA.
e Class A and Class AA will be divided into three regions (East, Middle, West)
e Class AAA will be divided into two regions (East, West)

Please consider a 3rd Division in the Private School classification for Basketball & Volleyball as well.
Our district now has more than 13 members, making team success and non-conference play nearly
impossible.

| believe there is meaningful value in incorporating a success quotient, as on-field performance is
often the most accurate indicator of a program’s competitive level. With that in mind, | would
respectfully support the success formula carrying a greater weight than the current 20%.

While enroliment provides helpful context, it does not always reflect the level of emphasis, support, or
resources a school commits to football or any other athletic program. Additionally, as student mobility
and transfers continue to increase, overall enrolilment becomes a less reliable measure of competitive
capacity. A program’s competitive reality is more closely related to the number of football-focused
student-athletes within the school—something that can only be measured objectively through
consistent on-field performance.

We respectfully ask that AAA be comprised of more than 12 teams, primarily because of scheduling

difficulties.
Our second vote would be for Option 2 which would also equalize the size of the divisions. It would

simplify everything if classification was consistent in both divisions and all sports. Limiting the
number of teams in AAA makes building a 10 game football schedule extremely difficult and very
expensive.

Proposal: Expanding Opportunities for Tennessee High School Basketball Teams in NCAA Live
Recruiting Periods

Overview

This proposal advocates for allowing Tennessee boys’ high school basketbail teams to participate in both NCAA live
recruiting periods. The goal is to maximize recruitment exposure for student-athletes within our state, ensuring they are
not placed at a competitive disadvantage compared to athletes in neighboring states.

Rationale

1. Direct Impact on Student-Athletes
o Exposure during NCAA live periods is critical for recruitment. It only takes one viewing by the right
college coach to change a student-athlete’s future.
o Restricting Tennessee high school teams to only one live period limits opportunities for players with
college potential.

2. Equity with Out-of-State Athletes
o Currently, BCAT provides opportunities for teams from other states to participate in Tennessee events,
which positively impacts their athletes.
o However, Tennessee athletes are disadvantaged by being restricted from the second live period and {from
competing on Sunday during the first live period. This creates unequal recruiting exposure.

3. Retention of Talent in Tennessee
o Neighboring states host highly attended live events during the second recruiting period. When Tennessee
athletes cannot participate, they lose valuable visibility.
o Asaresult, some student-athletes are transferring out of state or enrolling in unsanctioned schools that
offer access to these opportunities, weakening Tennessee’s basketball programs overall.

Benefits of Allowing Participation in Both Live Periods

¢ Increased visibility for Tennessee athletes in front of college recruiters.

e Level playing field with athletes from surrounding states.

e Strengthened Tennessee high school basketball programs by reducing the incentive for players to leave the state.

e Enhanced credibility and reputation for BCAT and TSSAA in advocating for student-athlete advancement.
Conclusion

Allowing Tennessee high school teams to participate in both NCAA live recruiting periods, as well as removing restrictions
on Sunday competition during the first live period, is essential for ensuring fairness and maximizing opportunities for
student-athletes. This adjustment directly impacts nearly every high school program with college-level players and helps
Tennessee retain and develop its basketball talent.

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BCAT/NCAA June Scholastic Events

The June 2025 BCAT JSE was held in Franklin June 20-21.

We hosted 138 Tennessee HS Teams, with 1,785 Tennessee boys participating.

We also hosted 18 Alabama HS Teams with 196 Alabama boys participating.

Over two days we had 156 teams and 1,981 athletes participate.

We played a total of 277 games over those two days.

We had 102 college programs from all levels attend the camp to evaluate athletes.

These events are unique in that they are designed to put the high school teams and coaches back into
the recruiting spotlight, where it should be.

These camps allow for players to play in a true basketball setting with their high school coaches and
teammates, which was missing until their implementation in 2019.

By allowing teams to play in the second JSE event period it actually helps families by being able to save
travel and time by playing in state and with their teams. They will pay to go to a AAU tournament,
recruiting service camp or pay trainers elsewhere if not offset by these camps, it is better to be with
school coaches and teammates.

These camps help keep our in state talent in Tennessee for their high school years. Since these events
started in 2019, we have seen a large drop in the number of athletes leaving to go to out of state ‘prep
schools’.

With the emergence of the NCAA transfer portal, it is becoming more and more important to the high
school athlete to have every opportunity to be scouted and evaluated by all levels of college coaches.
Limiting their evaluation opportunities only hurts the athlete in the long run.

The NCAA has limited the evaluation periods that college coaches can watch prospective players to
these specific events this year:

NBA G-League Elite Camp, date TBD (Not open to HS Athletes)
NBA Draft Combine, (Not open to HS Athletes)
May 15-17 NCAA Certified AAU style Events
June 12-14 NCAA/NFHS JSE Certified High School Events
June 26-28 NCAA/NFHS JSE Certified High School Events
July 9-12 NCAA Certified AAU Style Events

July 16-19 NCAA Certified AAU Style Events

QUIET PERIOD

A quiet period is that period

of time when it is permissible

to make in-person recruiting
contacts only on the member
institution’s campus. No in-person,
off-campus recruiting contacts or
evaluations may be made during
the quiet period.

DEAD PERIOD

A dead period is that period of time
when it is not permissible to make
in-person recruiting contacts or
evaluations on or off the member
institution’s campus or to permit
official or unofficial visits by
prospective student-athletes to
the institution’s campus.

EVALUATION PERIOD

An evaluation period is that period
of time when it is permissible for
authorized athletics department
staff members to be involved in
off-campus activities designed to
assess the academic qualifications
and playing ability of prospective
student-athletes. No in-person,
off-campus recruiting contacts
shall be made with the prospective
student-athlete during an
evaluation period.

CONTACT PERIOD

Authorized athletics department
staff may make in-person, off-
campus recruiting contacts

and evaluations.

RECRUITING SHUTDOWN

A recruiting shutdown is a period
of time when no form of recruiting
(e.g., contacts, evaluations, official
or unofficial visits, correspondence
or making or receiving telephone
calls) is permissible.
