A RESOLUTION OF THE ARLINGTON COMMUNITY SCHOOLS
BOARD OF EDUCATION
AMENDING THE 2025-2026 SCHOOLS BUDGET

WHEREAS, T.C.A. 8 49-2-301(b)(1)(U) requires the Board to assign to the
Superintendent the task of submitting a budget to the Board annually for approval and presenting
the budget to the local legislative body for adoption; AND

WHEREAS, T.C.A. § 49-2-301(b)(1)(U)(i) provides that, “The budget shall set forth in
itemized form the amount necessary to operate the schools for the scholastic year beginning on
July 1’; AND

WHEREAS, the Board adopted the 2025-2026 annual budget on May 19, 2025; AND

WHEREAS, the Town of Arlington adopted ACS’s 2025-2026 budget on June 2, 2025;
AND

WHEREAS, T.C.A. 8 49-2-301(b)(1)(U)(ii) provides that, “Any change in the
expenditure of money as provided for by the budget shall first be ratified by the local board and
the local legislative body”’; AND
