5. TSBA RecommendationsHamby introduced the TSBA recommendation portion of the agenda. She 
asked if Atty Patton had any issues with them. He said upon his review, they all seemed sound. Stout 
asked about 3.202 and questioned why line 7-9 "These procedures shall be in written form and 
distributed to all staff, students, and parents. However, the procedures/plans shall not be open to the 
public for inspection. In addition, any meetings involving school safety plans are not subject to the open 
meeting laws. " were being removed. Hamby said she had emailed TSBA and asked about that and was 
told these were district recommendations that our district had added-they were not required. Stout asked 
if those lines were being removed because the district didn't see a need to have them? Hamby said she 
didn't see the need to have them and thought it was wordy. Boston said when a safety plan meeting was 
held, it wasn't open to public records. Maddox added that in today's time, plans and procedures for 
emergency and safety does not need to be handed out publicly in case someone wanted to use that 
against a facility. Stout asked about keeping the last line, but removing the first. Hamby asked to verify 
that each school had a safety team. Boston replied yes. Hamby asked for any other discussion on any 
policies. Patton asked about line 6 on page 2 of the same policy. He asked if the plan was to not keep 
the drill records in the school offices any longer? Hamby recommended that it stay. Farley told the 
committee she wasn't sure if the drills were kept in the office any longer, they might possibly be kept

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online now. Patton then decided that if TSBA recommended removing it, then perhaps the district 
should follow. Hamby recommended the line read "maintained at each school". Farley verified with 
Magnusson and he said they are keeping drill records electronically and they are being converted to 
Navigate 360 software. Hamby made the motion to adopt TSBA's recommendations along with the 
changes the district would like to implement. Stull with the second. 

Committee asked Farley to look at 4.204 and recommend changes under the 3rd grade 
promotion/retention section. After discussion, Farley recommended inserting the following on page 2 
lines 14-18 "4 days", "the established summer program window", "Director of Schools/designee" and 
"student attendance contract". Hamby moved to approve the recommended changes. Nichols with the 
second. 

Boston asked Patton to verify page 2, line 16, number 6 on policy 3.205-if the current MOU includes 
the clause that it remains effective for any length of time. After searching, Patton said he did not find 
that in the current MOU for our SRO's from the state. Boston asked for his recommendation and Patton 
said they would need to find why the discrepancy is there. Hamby made a motion to table this policy 
until Patton can research and decide how best this should read. Stout with the second. 

Hamby told the committee that policies 1.400, 1.402, 1.404, 4.204, 5.119 need to go to the regular 
board meeting for first and final reading due to July 1 law change. The rest can go to the July board 
meeting since there were so many. Hamby made the motion as such, Stull with the second.

After discussion, Stout had an understanding that competition comes 
at different times throughout the year and there's no way to set a deadline to know who many will ask 
for assistance. She appreciated the clarification.

4. District Recommendation Policies-Hamby introduced the district recommendation policies. 4.300,
5.110, 5.403, 5.701, 6.203, 6.201, 6.300, 6.308, 6.309, 6.316. Hamby introduced the first policy, 4.300
and asked if �nyone had any concerns. Patton asked if level 3 volunteers are defined anywhere? Stepp
said they are listed in procedures and said that it's pretty common in other counties to have non-faculty
coaches without employee supervision. Patton said his concern is where is the cross reference to the
policy that defines levels 1, 2, and 3. Stepp told Patton that under 4.501 procedures is where the
information is given completely and in depth. Hamby asked if Patton felt comfortable. He said he
thinks it's fine to reference the procedure but he's just not had enough time to look at this and the
legalities of it. Patton said he would suggest putting all the levels under the school volunteer policy. He
said to add the language of the procedure to the school volunteer policy. Hamby made a motion to
accept the policy with the change and tasking Stepp to cross reference the policy and procedures that
gave the explanation. Boston asked didn't they have to change the policy. Hamby then made the
suggestion to table this until next month's policy meeting.

Policy 5.110 Compensation Guides and Contracts. Hamby told everyone the recommendation was to 
replace recognizing 50% job experience with 100% recognition and removing the up to 5 years portion­
Stull voiced her concerns about how that would impact the budget and how many employees did that 
involve? Bray said this would not be retroactive. It would just be with new hires and she could not say 
at this point how that would affect the budget and it would start within the next school year. Hamby 
said her concern was if they left it wide open and it was a reoccurring expense, then they would budget 
themselves right out the door. Stepp said they needed to be competitive in this market. Stepp said we 
needed those professionals in our system and needed something if they are coming from the private 
sector. Hamby said the system was not and could never be a private sector. Stout said most other 
industries do recognize prior job experience. She worries if we don't offer that, then we won't be able to 
recruit and retain top talent. Stull said they do recognize some referring to the 5 years. Bray told 
everyone that she's had several people in various positions walk away because the 5 years is all that we 
were willing to offer. Boston said her concern is being able to sustain the salaries that the district is 
setting. She said if they are paid the top salary scale for all years of experience, there will be some that 
will be making more than the supervisor makes, so then the supervisor's scale has to be adjusted. She 
said again, the sustainability they are creating is her concern. Stout asked, doesn't this just allow us to 
have the flexibility? It doesn't mean we have to offer them the job. Hamby said she isn't saying not to 
do it, but she's concerned about it. Stepp said this isn't a thousand people. It's a few people with 
professional licenses. He said it addresses the issue of classified not having the same rights as the 
certified personnel. He's trying to level the playing field with those with professional certifications. 
Stout asked what kind of candidates are falling into this category? Bray said she's seeing custodians, 
teacher assistants, electricians, maintenance personnel and bus drivers. Stout said how many of them 
would we have to worry about raising the supervisor's pay so they didn't exceed their salary? Bray said 
mostly it is like electricians, those licensed people, and currently they have 5. Stout said that's a pretty 
small group of people that they would have to worry about surpassing the supervisor's scale. Nichols 
said if we hire less qualified people and pay them less money, then we take a greater risk of things 
breaking down, which costs more money in the long run. Stepp and Bray made it clear they would have 
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to verify that they are certified and they have the experience they say they have. Hamby made a motion 
to accept as presented with the understanding that they would come back and change it if needed.

1. All school-wide fundraising activities shall be approved by the board and be for the purpose of 
supplementing funds for established school programs and not for supplementing funds, which 
are the responsibility of the board.

2. Fundraising companies and other salespersons shall obtain permission in writing from the 
Director of Schools' office in order to visit the schools.

3. Any commission payable by companies shall be paid in the form of reduced prices to the 

students or paid into the activity fund of the school for use by the school. No school employee 

shall personally benefit from any fundraising activity.

4. The principal must obtain written approval from the Board of Education for all fundraising 
activities, including online fundraising activities that involve the participation of the general 
student population in the marketing process of the fundraising effort. All other fundraising 
activities, including online fundraising activities, must have written approval from the principal 
and the Director of Schools as well as comply with all administrative procedures issued by 

the Director of Schools. The authorization request shall contain the following information.2

a. A list of the proposed fundraising activities;

b. Purpose of the fundraising activity;

c. Proposed uses of funds raised;

d. Expected student involvement in fundraising activity: (Not to include school pictures 
and/or yearbook sales.)

i. school-wide or individual class or club; and

ii. one (1) general school-wide: and

iii. one (1) PTO school-wide fundraiser are authorized per school year.

e. Margin of profit and how it is to be paid to the school. A minimum of 40% profit is 
required for all fundraising activities. 26

5. The Director of Schools shall determine whether or not the activity will benefit the school, con- 1 
tribute to the welfare of the student body, and supplement, not replace, funds necessary to fulfill 2 
the board's required contributions. 3 

6. Students shall not be excused from a regular class to participate in a fundraising activity. No4 
grade in a subject or course shall be affected by a student's participation in a fundraising activity.5 

7. No quotas shall be imposed on students involved, and their efforts shall be voluntary. Students6 
who do not participate in fundraising activities shall not be punished or discriminated against in7 

any way.8 

8. Individual participating students may accept awards and/or incentives given by the vendors.9 

9. Group reward activities for a successful fundraiser shall include all students whether they10 
participated or not.11 

This policy shall not be construed as preventing a teacher from using instructional or informational 12 
materials even though the materials might include reference to a brand, a product, or a service. 13 

LOTTERIES 14 

No fundraising activity shall be conducted which distributes prizes or makes awards to winners from 15 
among purchasers of chances by means of tickets through a random selection process.3 16 

ONLINE FUNDRAISING 17 

Individual schools may establish school-wide online fundraising accounts. The accounts must meet all 18 

fundraising requirements established by the board and the Internal School Uniform Accounting Policy 19 
Manual. The principal/designee of each school shall have access to the established fundraising account 20 
to ensure all funds are properly accounted for, and the information is recorded in the school’s 21 
accounting records by the designated personnel. Online fundraising shall not be used on behalf and for 22 
the benefit of an outside party. 23 

Employees shall not engage in online fundraising in their official capacity as district employees nor 24 

make any reference to non-school sponsored fundraisers, online or otherwise, that would lead another 25 
to believe such activity is an approved school fundraiser.  26 

FUNDRAISING FOR NON-EDUCATIONAL PURPOSES4 27 

On approval of the principal, an employee may be authorized to raise and use funds for the following 28 
non-educational purposes: 29 

1. Bereavement support;30 
2. Award recognition;31 
3. Employee morale;32 

4. Banquets; or33 

5. Other situations at the principal’s discretion.34 
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These funds shall be derived from vending machine revenue, donations, and/or fundraising 1 
activities such as blue jean days, lunch tickets, etc. 2 

The Director of Schools shall develop administrative procedures regarding the receipt, 3 

disbursement, accounting and auditing of these non-educational funds.  The Director of Schools 4 
shall ensure that the procedures are consistent with board policy and state law and disseminate 5 
them to all employees.

The Cumberland County School Nutrition Program (CCSNP) may host banquets and similar events 1 
and charge rates accordingly to generate revenue. Such events may be held on school premises or 2 
arranged for off-campus locations. The entity requesting the banquet must contact the School 3 
Nutrition Program Supervisor to arrange the menu, costs, date and time through a contractual 4 
arrangement. If the event is held on a school's campus, the entity must contact the respective principal 5 
to schedule the use of the facilities and arrange for any rental fees and custodial services. 6 
 
The contractual agreement must cover all food, supplies, and CCSNP employee labor costs. All revenues 7 
will be placed in the banquet account fund managed by CCSNP. Any costs for use of school facilities 8 
and custodial fees must be coordinated separately at each school via the principal. 9 
 
Only volunteer CCSNP employees will be used for these events. Employees that may exceed their forty-10 
hour work week, because of banquet work, will be paid a "Banquet Rate". This rate will include time-and- 11 
a-half wages and matching costs. CCSNP employees that do not exceed their forty-hour work week 12 
will receive their regular rate of pay and matching costs. All employees working these events will 13 
complete a time sheet that will be processed through the CCSNP payroll office. These additional wages 14 
will be added to the employee's next regularly scheduled paycheck. 15

No student will be denied an education solely because of a communicable disease, and his/her 1 

educational program shall be restricted only to the extent necessary to minimize the risk of transmitting 2 

the disease. 3 

Parents or guardians of infected students shall inform appropriate school officials of the infection so that 4 

proper precautions for the protection of other students, employees, and the infected student shall be 5 

taken. 6 

No student with a communicable disease which may endanger the health of either himself/herself or 7 

other individuals will enter or remain in the regular school setting.1,2  If a school principal has reason to 8 

believe a student has a communicable disease which may endanger the health of either himself/herself 9 

or other individuals in the regular school setting, the principal shall: 10 

1. Assign the student to a setting which will protect other students, employees and the student11 

himself; or12 
13 

2. Exclude the student from school until certification is obtained from a physician or the County14 

Health Department by either the parent or principal stating that the disease is no longer15 

communicable.16 

If the principal has reason to believe that the student has a long-term communicable disease, the principal 17 

must require confirmation from a physician or the County Health Department as to the student’s 18 

condition.  If the student is confirmed to have a long-term communicable disease the principal shall refer 19 

the student for special education services.3 20 

The principal may request that further examinations be conducted by a physician or County Health 21 

Department and may request periodic re-examinations after the student has been readmitted to the 22 

school.2 23 

The names of all students excluded from school under this policy will be forwarded to the office of the 24 

Director of Schools. 25

No student shall be denied an education solely by reason of pediculosis (head lice), and his/her 1 
educational program shall be restricted only to the extent necessary to minimize the risk of transmitting 2 
the infestation and protect the privacy of the student.1 3 
 

It shall be the responsibility of the principal or school nurse to notify the parent(s)/guardian(s) in the 4 

event a student has head lice. A letter shall be sent home with the student to explain the condition, 5 
requirements for readmission, and deadlines for satisfactory completion of the treatment. 6 
 

Prior to readmission, satisfactory evidence must be submitted to school personnel that the student has 7 
been treated for head lice. This evidence may include but not be limited to: 8 

 

1. Proof of treatment with a pediculicide product (e.g., head lice shampoo); or  9 
 10 

2. Satisfactory examination by a school health official.  11 
 

Treatment and prevention procedures shall be developed by the Director of School/Designee in 12 

consultation with the school nurse and distributed to all classroom teachers. These procedures shall 13 
also be distributed to the parent/guardian of any student that has head lice. 14 
 

Any subsequent incidents of head lice for a student during the school year shall require submission of 15 

satisfactory evidence of treatment for head lice and be found free of lice by a school health official.  16 
 17 

A student shall be expected to have met all requirements for treatment and return to school no later 18 
than two (2) days following exclusion for head lice. All days in excess of the allowable period shall be 19 
marked as unexcused absences and referred to the attendance supervisor at the proper time.

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LIABILITY AND NON-DISCRIMINATION 1 

Students infected with HIV shall not be denied enrollment in school. The Board shall not prevent an HIV 2 

infected student from participating in the continuation of his/her education on the basis of HIV infection.  3 

Further, the student shall be subject to the same rules for class assignment, privileges and participation 4 

in any school-sponsored activities as all other students.  The Board shall strive to maintain a respectful 5 

school climate for HIV infected students. 6 

Mandatory screening for communicable diseases not spread by casual everyday contact, such as HIV 7 

infection, shall not be a condition for school entry or attendance.1 8 

ATHLETICS 9 

A student who is HIV positive may not be denied the opportunity to participate in school athletic 10 

programs based solely on his/her HIV status.  All reasonable accommodations shall be made to allow 11 

students with HIV to participate in school-sponsored physical activities.1 12 

ADMINISTRATIVE RESPONSIBILITIES FOR CONFIDENTIALITY 13 

If a student's parents/guardians choose to disclose the child's HIV status, all matters pertaining to that 14 

student will be directed by procedures initiated by the Director of Schools. 15 

The Director of Schools shall be responsible for requesting medical records from the parent/guardian and 16 

a statement from the student's physician regarding health status of the student reported to have 17 

HIV/AIDS.  In addition, the Director of Schools will gather information regarding the student's 18 

cumulative school record.  19 

CONFIDENTIALITY 20 

No information concerning an HIV infected student shall be divulged, directly or indirectly, to any other 21 

individual or group without the written consent of the parent/guardian.  All medical information and 22 

written documentation of discussions, telephone conversations, proceedings and meetings shall be kept 23 

by the Director of Schools in a locked file.  If the HIV infected student is under the age of eighteen (18), 24 

access to this file will be granted only to those persons who have the written consent of the infected 25 

student's parents/guardians.  26 

Under no circumstances shall information identifying a student with AIDS be released to the 27 

public.2, 328 
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APPROPRIATE ALTERNATIVE EDUCATION PROGRAMS 1 

In determining the educational placement of a student known to be infected with HIV, school authorities 2 

shall follow established policies and procedures for students with disabilities.  School authorities shall 3 

reassess placement if there is a change in the student's need for accommodations or services. 4 

HIV PREVENTION EDUCATION/CURRICULUM1,45 

The Director of Schools shall be responsible for developing instructional objectives to address each 6 

terminal objective in the state AIDS curriculum framework and provide each teacher responsible for 7 

teaching AIDS education with these objectives.  Students shall further be taught universal precautions 8 

through the K-8 Healthful Living and Lifetime Wellness curricula and through the Board's HIV 9 

prevention education program. 10 

The state AIDS curriculum and related instructional objectives will be used in grades K-12.  Parents and 11 

guardians shall have convenient opportunities to preview all HIV prevention curricula and materials in 12 

accordance with the provisions of the Family Life Curriculum. 13 

Students shall have access to voluntary and confidential counseling about matters related to HIV.  14 

Administrators shall maintain a list of counseling and testing resources for student use. 15 

INFECTION CONTROL 16 

The Director of Schools shall develop an Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA)-17 

based infection control plan in which each school will provide for:  1) well-maintained and easily 18 

accessible materials necessary to follow universal precautions, and 2) designate first responders 19 

responsible for implementing infection control guidelines, including investigating, correcting, and 20 

reporting on instances of exposure.  All schools shall further follow the most current Centers for 21 

Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Universal Precautions for Prevention of Transmission of 22 

Human Immunodeficiency Virus, Hepatitis B Virus, and Other Blood borne Pathogens in Health Care 23 

Settings and the OSHA blood borne pathogens standard.424 

The Director of Schools shall develop procedures to implement this policy as well as the State Board of 25 

Education HIV/AIDS Policy for employees and students of Tennessee Public Schools.426

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If a student is required to take non-prescription or prescription medication during school hours and the 1 

parent/guardian cannot be at school to administer the medication, only the principal/designee will assist 2 

in administration of the medication if the student is competent to administer medicine with assistance 3 
and in compliance with the following guidelines.1  4 

The parent/guardian must provide a written medication order on the Medication Authorization Form 5 

from a licensed health care provider with a signed parent consent for use when prescription drugs, 6 

inhalants, over-the-counter drugs, eye drops, creams and ointments are to be administered at school or 7 

during a school field trip. The district reserves the right to clarify and verify medication orders directly 8 
with the health care provider.  9 

Written instructions signed by the parent/guardian are required and will include: 10 

1. Child’s name: 11 
2. Name of Medication; 12 

3. Name of Physician; 13 
4. Time to be administered; 14 
5. Dosage and directions for administration (non-prescription medicines must have label 15 

directions); 16 
6. Possible side effects, if known; and 17 

7. Termination date for administration of the medication. 18 

The administrator/designee will: 19 

1. Inform appropriate school personnel of the medication to be administered; 20 
2. Keep written instructions from parent/guardian in student’s record; 21 
3. Keep an accurate record of the administration of the medication as reported; 22 
4. Keep all medication in a locked cabinet except medication retained by a student per physician’s 23 

order; 24 
5. Return unused prescription to the parent/guardian only; and 25 

6. Ensure that all guidelines developed by the Department of Health and the Department of 26 
Education are followed. 27 

The parent/guardian is responsible for informing the designated official of any change in the student’s 28 

health or change in medication. 29 

A copy of this policy shall be made available to a parent/guardian upon receipt of a request for long-30 
term administration of medication. 31 
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The medication shall be delivered to the nurse’s clinic or front office in person by the parent/guardian 1 
of the student unless the medication must be retained by the student for immediate self- administration. 2 
The parent/guardian must provide a current professionally labeled bottle from a pharmacist for 3 

prescription drugs. Over-the-counter medications (includes lotions, salves, ointments, ibuprofen, 4 
Tylenol) must be unopened with the student’s full name written on the bottle or box. All CAM’s-5 
Complimentary and Alternative Medications shall be prescribed by a licensed prescriber on an individual 6 
basis as determined by the child’s health status. All medications, including over-the-counter medication 7 
must be supplies by the parents/guardians in original containers.  8 

BLOOD GLUCOSE SELF-CHECKS2 9 

Upon written request of a parent/guardian, and if included in the student’s medical management plan 10 
and in the Individualized Healthcare Plan (IHP), a student with diabetes shall be permitted to perform a 11 
blood glucose check or administer insulin using any necessary diabetes monitoring and treatment 12 
supplies, including sharps.  The student shall be permitted to perform the testing in any area of the school 13 

or school grounds at any time necessary.  14 

Sharps shall be stored in a secure, but accessible location, including the student’s person, until use of 15 
such sharps are appropriate. 16 

Use and disposal of sharps shall be in compliance with the guidelines set forth by the Tennessee 17 

Occupational Safety and Health Administration (TOSHA).3 18 

STUDENTS WITH PANCREATIC INSUFFICIENCY OR CYSTIC FIBROSIS4 19 

Students diagnosed with pancreatic insufficiency or cystic fibrosis shall be permitted to self-manage 20 
their prescribed medication in a manner directed by a licensed healthcare provider without additional 21 

assistance or direction.  The Director of Schools shall maintain procedures for the development of an 22 
IHP for every student who wishes to self-administer medications. 23 

STUDENTS WITH ADRENAL INSUFFICIENCY5 24 

The parent/guardian of a student with adrenal insufficiency shall notify the school district of the student’s 25 

diagnosis.  Once notified, the district shall observe the following procedure: 26 

1. The district shall train school personnel who will be responsible for administering the medication 27 
for the treatment for adrenal insufficiency and any who volunteer to administer the medication. 28 

2. The district shall maintain a record of all school personnel who have completed this training; and 29 

3. If a student has an adrenal crisis, a school nurse or other licensed health care professional may 30 
administer the prescribed medication to the student.  If a school nurse or other licensed health 31 
care professional is not immediately available, trained school personnel may administer the 32 
prescribed medication. 33 

The Director of Schools shall develop procedures on the administration of medications that treat adrenal 34 

insufficiency, including the treatment of an adrenal crisis while on school transportation and during 35 

activities such as field trips, and recordkeeping in accordance with state law.  36

If a student suffers an injury or becomes ill, the staff member in charge shall have the responsibility to 14 
render first-aid or ensure that it is rendered.

In the event of serious injury or illness to a student, the parent(s)/guardian(s) will be notified as to 16 
whether to pick up the child at school or meet the child at the hospital. If the parent(s)/guardian(s)  17 
cannot be reached, the student will be transported to the hospital emergency room and the physician 18 
identified by the parent(s) / guardian(s)  on the emergency medical authorization form will be notified 19 
of the accident. Efforts to notify the parent(s) /guardian(s) will continue until they are reached. The 20 
student shall be accompanied by a member of the professional staff and remain with the student until 21 
the parent or guardian arrives.

Principals will inform the Director of Schools immediately of any serious injuries suffered by students 23 
while under jurisdiction of the school. A report of each accident taking place in a school will be filed in 24 
the offices of both the principal and the Director of Schools. Forms for reporting accidents will be made 25 
available from the office of the Director of Schools. In all accidents serious enough to require medical 26 
attention or requiring the student to be taken home, or in all cases that the staff member in charge 27 
deems desirable, reports will be made and filed as stated above.

The Board recognizes the value of proper nutrition, physical activity, and other health conscious 

practices and the impact that such practices have on student academic achievement, health, and well­ 

being. In order to provide an environment conducive to overall student wellness, this policy shall be 

followed by all schools in the district.1 

COMMITMENT TO COORDINATED SCHOOL HEALTH 

All schools shall implement the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s Coordinated School 

Health approach to managing new and existing wellness related programs and services in schools and 

the surrounding community based on State Law and State Board of Education Coordinated School 

Health standards and guidelines. The district's Coordinated School Health Coordinator shall be 

responsible for overseeing compliance with State Board of Education Coordinated School Health 

standards and guidelines in the school district. 

SCHOOL HEALTH ADVISORY COUNCIL2, 3 

A district school health advisory council shall be established to serve as a resource to school sites for 

implementing policies and programs and develop an active working relationship with the county health 

council. The council shall consist of individuals representing the school and community, including 

parents, students, teachers, school administrators, health professionals, school food service 

representatives, and members of the public. The primary responsibilities of the council include but are

All schools within the district shall participate in the USDA child nutrition programs, which may 

include but not be limited to, the National School Lunch Program, the School Breakfast Program, the 

Summer Food Service Program, and the After School Snack Program.4,5,

Meals shall be accessible to all students in a non-stigmatizing manner. Students will be given adequate 

time to enjoy healthy meals and relax in a pleasant environment.

All food including vending machines, fundraising items, and concessions must meet 

guidelines set forth by the Healthy, Hunger-free Kids Act, 2010, Smart Snacks in Schools.4,5,6 The 

school principal/designee shall be responsible for overseeing the school district’s compliance with the 

State Board of Education Rules and Regulations for sale of food items in the school district.2,5,6

DISTRICT GOALS 

The district will promote healthy nutrition through various activities, including nutrition related 

newsletters, informational links on the district website, healthy eating posters and bulletin boards in 

dining areas, and informational booths at various community functions. Nutrition Education will be 

offered as part of a standards based program designed to provide students with the knowledge and 

skills needed to promote and protect their health as outlined in the State Board of Education 

Health Education and Lifetime Wellness Standards. Nutrition Education will discourage teachers 

from using high fat, sugar, and sodium foods as rewards and encourage students to start each day with 

a healthy breakfast. 

COMMITMENT TO PHYSICAL ACTIVITY AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

The Board recognizes that physical activity is extremely important to the overall health of a child.  

Schools shall support and promote physical activity.  Physical activity may be integrated into any areas 

of the school program.   

Physical Education classes shall be offered as part of a standards based program designed to provide 

developmentally appropriate moderate to vigorous physical activity as an integral part of the class. All 

physical education classes shall comply with the State Board of Education’s Physical Education 

Standards. In addition to the district’s physical education program, non-structured physical activity 

periods shall be offered as required by law.7

Schools shall continue to offer after school sports and activities. Physical activity shall not be 

employed as a form of discipline or punishment. 

COMMITMENT TO CURRICULUM3 

All applicable courses of study should be based on State-approved curriculum standards. 35 
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SCHOOL HEALTH INDEX3 1 

All schools within the district shall annually administer a baseline assessment on each of the three 2 

recommended School Health Index modules. Results shall be submitted to the School Health Advisory 3 

Council and reported to the State Department of Education. 4 

RECORD KEEPING COMPLIANCE 5 

The district’s Coordinated School Health Coordinator shall ensure that records demonstrating 6 

compliance with community involvement requirements are maintained. The Coordinated School 7

A concussion is a traumatic brain injury caused by a direct or indirect blow to the head or body.  In order to ensure 1 
the safety of students that participate in interscholastic athletics, it is imperative that student athletes, coaches, and 2 
parents are educated about the nature and treatment of sports related concussions.  The Board recognizes that 3 
concussions can be a serious health issue and should be treated as such. 4 

The Board adopts the guidelines and other pertinent information and forms developed by the Tennessee 5 
Department of Health to inform and educate coaches, school administrators, student athletes, and parent(s) / 6 
guardian(s) of the nature, risk and symptoms of concussions and head injuries.  These guidelines and materials 7 
may be viewed on the Department of Health's website and shall be made available to interested parties through 8 
the Central Office.  9 

This policy shall govern all activities and those individuals involved in those activities which constitute an 10 
organized athletic game or competition against another team or in practice or preparation for an organized game 11 
or competition.  It does not govern those activities or individuals involved in those activities which are entered 12 
into for instructional purposes only or those that are incidental to a nonathletic program or lesson. 13 

REQUIRED TRAINING 1 14 

The Director of Schools shall ensure that each school's athletic director and coaches, employed or volunteer, 15 
annually complete the Concussion in Sports – What You Need to Know online course.  This course may be accessed 16 
online at www.nfhslearn.com.   17 

Prior to the annual initiation of practice or competition, the following persons must review and sign a concussion 18 
and head injury information sheet approved by the Tennessee Department of Health:   the Director of Schools, 19 
licensed healthcare professionals (if appointed), each school athletic director, and each coach, employed or 20 
volunteer. 21 

In addition, prior to the annual initiation of practice or competition, all student athletes and their parent(s) / 22 
guardian(s) shall review the concussion and head injury information sheet approved by the Tennessee Department 23 
of Health.   A form confirming this review shall be signed and returned by the student athlete, if the athlete is 24 
eighteen (18) years of age or older; or by the student athlete's parent (s)/guardian (s), for athletes younger than 25 
eighteen (18) years of age. 26 

All documentation of the completion of a concussion recognition and head injury safety education course program 27 
and signed concussion and head injury information sheets shall be maintained by the Director of Schools or his/her 28 
designee for a period of three (3) years. 29 

REMOVAL FROM ATHLETICS 1 30 

Any student athlete who shows signs, symptoms and/or behaviors consistent with a concussion during an athletic 31 
activity or competition shall be immediately removed for evaluation by a licensed healthcare professional, if 32 
available, and if not, by the coach or other designated individuals.  33 
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No student athlete who has been removed from an athletic activity or competition due to a concussion or suspected 1 
concussion shall be allowed to return to any supervised team activities involving physical exertion, including 2 
games, competitions, or practices, until the student athlete has been evaluated by and received written clearance 3 
on forms approved by the Department of Health from a licensed health care provider for a full or graduated return. 4 
"Health care provider" means a Tennessee licensed medical doctor (M.D.), osteopathic physician (D.O.), or a 5 
clinical neuropsychologist with concussion training. 6 

This requirement for clearance prior to a student athlete returning to an athletic activity shall not apply if there is 7 
a legitimate explanation other than a concussion for the signs, symptoms, and/or behaviors observed.   8 

The Director of Schools or his/her designee shall ensure that all protocols approved by the Tennessee Department 9 
of Health or required by law relative to the provisions of this policy are followed and implemented within each 10 
school.    11

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Sudden cardiac arrest (SCA) is a condition in which the heartbeat stops abruptly and unexpectedly, 1 
preventing blood flow to the brain, the heart, and the rest of the body. In order to ensure the safety of 2 
students that participate in interscholastic athletics, it is imperative that student athletes, coaches, and 3 
parents/guardians are educated about the nature and treatment of sudden cardiac arrest. The Board 4 
recognizes that sudden cardiac arrest is a serious health issue and should be treated as such. 5 

The Board adopts the guidelines and other pertinent information and forms developed by the 6 
Tennessee Department of Health to inform and educate coaches, school administrators, student 7 
athletes, and parent(s) / guardian(s) of the nature, risk and symptoms of sudden cardiac arrest.  These 8 
guidelines and materials may be viewed on the Department of Health's website and shall be made 9 
available to interested parties through the Central Office. 10 

This policy shall govern all activities and those individuals involved in those activities which constitute 11 
an organized athletic game or competition against another team or in practice or preparation for an 12 
organized game or competition.  It does not govern those activities or individuals involved in those 13 
activities which are entered into for instructional purposes only or those that are incidental to a 14 
nonathletic program or lesson. 15 

REQUIRED TRAINING116 

The Director of Schools shall ensure that each school’s athletic director and coaches, employed or 17 
volunteer, annually complete the National Federal of State High School Associations Elective 18 
Course – Sudden Cardiac Arrest online course. This course may be accessed online at 19 
www.nfhslearn.com. 20 

Prior to the annual initiation of practice or competition, the following persons must review and sign a 21 
sudden cardiac arrest information sheet approved by the Tennessee Department of Health: each school 22 
athletic director, licensed healthcare professionals (if appointed), and each coach, employed or 23 
volunteer. 24 

In addition, prior to the annual initiation of practice or competition, all student athletes and their 25 
parent(s) / guardian(s) shall review the sudden cardiac arrest information sheet approved by the 26 
Tennessee Department of Health. A form confirming this review shall be signed and returned by the 27 
student athlete, if the athlete is eighteen (18) years of age or older; or by the student athlete's parent(s) / 28 
guardian(s), for athletes younger than eighteen (18) years of age. 29 
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All documentation of the completion of a sudden cardiac arrest education course program and signed 1 
sudden cardiac arrest information sheets shall be maintained by the Director of Schools or his/her 2 
designee for a period of three (3) years. 3 

Removal from Athletics1 4 

Any student athlete who shows signs, symptoms and/or behaviors consistent with sudden cardiac arrest 5 
during or after an athletic activity or competition shall be immediately removed for evaluation by a 6 
licensed healthcare professional, if available, and if not, by a coach or other designated individuals. 7 
Signs, symptoms and/or behaviors include, but are not limited to: passing out; fainting; unexplained 8 
shortness of breath; chest pains; dizziness; racing heart rate; and extreme fatigue. 9 

Student athletes who have been removed from an athletic activity or competition shall not return to any 10 
supervised team activities involving physical exertion, including games, competitions, or practices, 11 
until the student athlete has been evaluated by and received written clearance on forms approved by the 12 
Department of Health from a licensed health care provider for a full or graduated return. 13

Any foreign student is eligible for acceptance into the foreign exchange student program, provided he/she 1 

is participating through any agency endorsed by the Council on Standards for International Educational 2 

Travel and is sponsored by an individual or organization and has a J-1 visa.1 Before approval by the 3 

Board, the exchange program representative must make written application on behalf of the student in 4 

the local school serving the host family. No foreign exchange student shall be brought into the United 5 

States by the sponsor unless he/she has been accepted in writing as a student by the Director of 6

However, the 
Board desires that all matters be settled at the lowest level of responsibility and will not hear complaints 
or concerns which have not advanced through the proper administrative procedure from the point of

If all steps of the administrative procedure have been pursued and there is still a desire to appeal to the 
Board, the matter shall be referred in writing to the office of the Director and the Board shall determine 

whether to hear the appeal. 

APPEARING BEFORE THE BOARD - With notice to the board 

Individuals desiring to appear before the Board must submit a written request with descriptive materials 
to the office of the director eight (8) working days before the meeting. If the request is approved by the 
Executive Committee, the item will be placed on the agenda. Individuals placed on the agenda will be 
recognized at the beginning of the meeting and given time to speak when their topic of interest is

Employees wishing to participate shall initially give a maximum of three (3) days of sick leave. These days are to 
be deducted from the employee's personal accumulation and donated to the sick leave bank. Donations of sick leave 
to the bank are nonrefundable and nontransferable. 7

At any time the number of days in the sick leave bank is less than twenty (20), or one (1) per employee if there are 
more than twenty (20) members, or at any time deemed advisable, the trustees shall assess each member one (1) or 
more days of accumulated sick leave. If an employee has no accumulated sick leave at the time of assessment, the 
first earned days shall be donated as they are accrued by the employee. 7

An employee who is a member of the sick leave bank may request an allotment of days (for the employee's personal 
illness or on account of an illness of his/her minor child) in the manner designated by the trustees. The need for 
these days shall be verified by a statement from a physician. 8

1 The Board delegates to the Director of Schools the responsibility of developing specific codes of 
2 behavior and discipline, which are appropriate for each level of school. 1 Codes of conduct for students 
3 in pre-kindergarten and kindergarten shall utilize alternative disciplinary practices such as time-out, 1 
4 (one) minute for each year of the student's age. Exclusionary discipline shall only be used as a measure 
5 of last resort. 2 The development of each code shall involve principals and faculty members of each 
6 level and shall be based on evidence-based behavior supports and interventions. 3

7 The following levels of misbehavior and disciplinary procedures and options are standards designed to 
8 protect all members of the educational community in the exercise of their rights and duties to maintain 
9 a safe learning environment where orderly learning is possible and encouraged.4 These misbehaviors

27 conduct. 

28 MISBEHAVIORS: Level I 

29 This level includes minor misbehavior on the part of the student which impedes orderly classroom 
30 13roeed'l:lres guidelines or interferes with the orderly operation of the school, which can usually be 

handled by an individual staff member.

1 The Board authorizes the Director of Schools to determine whether corporal punishment shall be 
administered. If it is administered, the following guidelines shall apply: 1

2 Any principaJ, assistant principal or teacher may use corporal punishment in a reasonable manner 
3 against any student for good cause in order to maintain disciRline and order v,ithin the public schools 
4 in accordance with the following guidelines. -1-

5 1. Corporal punishment may-shall be administered only after other less stringent measures have failed,
6 or if the conduct of a student is of such nature that corporal punishment is the only reasonable
7 form of punishment under the circumstances. Prior to administering the punishment, the student's 

teacher or principal shall document that he/she has:

2 The Board shall operate an alternative school program for students in grades-I-7 -12 who have been 
3 suspended or expelled from regular school programs. 

4 An alternative school is a short-term intervention program designed to provide educational services 
5 outside the regular school program for students who have been suspended or expelled. The alternative 

school is located in a separate facility from the regular school program. 

6 The alternative school and/orprograms shall be operated in accordance with statelawsandthe rules of the 
7 State Board of Education and instruction shall proceed as nearly as practical in accordance with the 

instructional programs at the student's home school. 

8 The Director of Schools shall develop procedures that provide appropriate educational opportunities for 
9 all students assigned to an alternative education program. These educational opportunities shall adhere 
10 to Tennessee's academic standards.2

11 ASSIGNMENT 

12 Students who have been suspended for more than ten (10) days or expelled shall be assigned to the 
13 alternative program if there is staff and space available. 3 Availability of staff and space shall be 
14 determined at the time the disciplinary decision is rendered. The Director of Schools/designee shall 
15 make this determination by evaluating factors including, but not limited to the following: 

16 1. Level of supervision available

PHYSICAL EXAMINATIONS1 

The principal/designee shall ensure that there is a complete physical examination of each student prior 
to:2

1. Entering school for the first time, and

2. Participation as a member of any athletic team or in any other strenuous physical activity
program.

Cost of the examination shall be covered by the parent/guardian of the student. These records shall be 
on file in the principal's office. 

Screening tests as required by the Tennessee Department of Education and the Department of Health 
will be conducted. Parents/Guardians will receive written notice of any screening result that indicates a 
condition that might interfere with a student's progress. Parent(s)/guardian(s) may excuse their student 
from participating in health screenings that are part of a coordinated school health program by 
submitting a request in writing to the school nurse, instructor, school counselor, or principal.3

The school district will not conduct physical examinations of a student without parental consent or by 

court order, unless the health or safety of the student or others is in question.3 

IMMUNIZATIONS 

Students will not be permitted to attend school without proof of immunization, as determined by the 
Commissioner of Health unless circumstances outlined in state or federal law prevent a student from 
producing such records. It is the responsibility of the parents/ guardians to have their children 
immunized and to provide such proof to the principal of the school which the student is to attend.

General 1 

Students in grades nine through twelve (9-12) may enroll in available advanced courses including, but 2 
not limited to, advanced English language arts, mathematics, or science courses.1 3 

To enroll in these courses, students shall meet the following standards: 4 

1. Honors Courses: Acceptance will be based on academic history in subject content area, state test5 
scores and available space.6 

2. Dual Credit Courses: Determined by the institution awarding credit.7 
3. Industry Certification – Aligned Courses: Open to anyone.8 
4. Dual Enrollment: Determined by the institution awarding credit.9 
5. Advanced Placement: Acceptance will be based on academic history in subject content area, state10 

test scores and available space.11 

The principal of each school shall have the authority to require additional criteria for the enrollment in 12 
advanced courses to fit the needs of the students within the school. 13 

NOTIFICATION1 14 

The Director of Schools and supervisors shall develop a procedure to cover the notification process for 15 
enrollment in advanced courses in accordance with Public Acts of 2021.  The notification shall state that 16 
a student will remain enrolled in the course unless the parent/guardian timely submits a written request 17 
for removal.  The Director of Schools shall determine the deadline to submit the request for removal. 18 

Students may also be removed from an advanced course if the student’s teacher determines that the 19 
student should be removed based on performance within thirty (30) days of instruction and the principal 20 
approves the request to remove the student. 21 

COLLEGE LEVEL COURSES2 22 

Students may earn credit by enrolling in a postsecondary institution and taking college level courses.  23 
Students who take and pass dual credit enrollment courses at a postsecondary institution shall have their 24 
postsecondary credits accepted for high school credit as a substitution for an aligned graduation 25 
requirement course. 26 

These courses may be offered at the high school, postsecondary institution, or online.  If not offered on 27 
the high school campus, the Board shall not be responsible for transportation. Any tuition or fees due to 28 
enrollment in college level courses are the responsibility of the parent(s)/guardian(s). 29 
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MIDDLE COLLEGE 1 

Middle College courses may be offered under this option.  Middle College allows high school 11th 2 
graders to enter a program that allows them to earn an Associate degree while in high school. The 3 
qualifications for Middle College at Roane State Community College (RSCC) will be at the 
discretion of the LEA, school administration and school counselors. are to have made a composite

score on the PreACT of 22 or higher and a Math sub score of at least 21.  Additionally, the

student must meet three of the four college readiness benchmarks (Math-22, Science-23, English-18 and

Reading-22).  If a 10th grader is interested in Middle College and they do not qualify through the PreACT

test, they may take the national ACT or the residual at RSCC.

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The Director of Schools shall develop an administrative procedure to establish a system of grading and 1 

assessment for evaluating and recording student progress and to measure student performance in 2

To determine your Quality Point Average (QPA) each course is given a point based on its classification 6 

as regular, honors, AP, dual credit, or dual enrollment class. Add your total and divide by the number of 7 

classes taken.

GPA calculations will be called Lottery GPA and local weighted GPA.  The Lottery GPA will be 17 

based on a 4.0 scale.  The local weighted GPA will be based on a 5.0 scale.  The local weighted GPA 18 

will be calculated on all course work using the Cumberland County Grading Scale.  GPA will also be 19 

calculated using the Tennessee Uniform Grading Scale for Lottery/Hope Scholarship purposes (to be 20 

called Lottery GPA).

record.  These students will receive a CCHS Middle College or an SMHS Middle College class 6 

rank separate from high school students not classified as Middle College students. 7

Honor roll students will be determined by standards approved by the Board.  Students who meet these 9 

standards, and who do not request otherwise, will have their names submitted to the principal for release 10 

to the news media.

Each school department or club, which presents honors or awards or conducts contests will file with the 12 

principal the name of the honor, award or contest; the basis for selection of the award and honor; the 13 

method of participation; and the reason for the contest.

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The decision to attain an occupational diploma shall be made at the conclusion of the student’s 10th grade 1 
year or two (2) academic years prior to the expected graduation date.  2 

Students who have received a special education diploma or an occupational diploma shall be permitted 3 

to continue to make progress towards a regular high school diploma until the end of the school year in 4 
which they turn twenty-two (22) years old. 5 

Alternate Academic Diploma 6 

Special education students who do not meet the requirements for a regular high school diploma may be 7 
awarded an alternate academic diploma if the student has:48 

1. Completed at least four (4) years of high school;9 
2. Participated in the high school alternate assessments;10 
3. Earned the prescribed twenty-two (22) credit minimum;11 

4. Made satisfactory progress on their IEP;12 
5. Maintained satisfactory records of attendance and conduct; and13 

6. Completed a transition assessment that measures postsecondary education and training,14 
employment, independent living, and community involvement.15 

STUDENT LOAD 16 

All full time students in grades 9-12 shall be enrolled each semester in subjects that produce a minimum 17 
of five (5) units of credit for graduation per year. Students with hardships and gifted students may appeal 18 

this requirement to the director of schools and then to the board.6 19 

EARLY GRADUATION7 20 

 Student has met all Tennessee and Cumberland County Board of Education requirements for graduation. 21 

“MOVE ON WHEN READY” EARLY GRADUATION7 22 

High school students shall be permitted to complete an early graduation program. Students intending to 23 

graduate early shall inform the school principal of this intent prior to the beginning of 9th grade or as 24 

soon thereafter as the intent is known. 25 

In order to graduate early, students must meet the following requirements: 26 

1. Earn the required seventeen (17) credits;27 

2. Achieve a benchmark score for each required end-of-course exam;28 
3. Attain a cumulative Grade Point Average (GPA) of at least 3.2 on a 4.0 scale;29

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Attendance is a key factor in student achievement and therefore, students are expected to be present each 1 
day school is in session. 2 

The Director of Schools/designee shall ensure that this policy is posted in each school building and 3 
disseminated to all students, parent(s)/guardian(s), teachers, and administrative staff. 4 

The attendance supervisor shall oversee the entire attendance program which shall include:1 5 

1. All accounting and reporting procedures and their dissemination; 6 
2. Alternative program options for students who severely fail to meet minimum attendance 7 

requirements; 8 

3. Ensuring that all school age children attend school; 9 
4. Providing documentation of enrollment status upon request for students applying for new or 10 

reinstatement of driver’s permit or license; and 11 
5. Notifying the Department of Safety whenever a student with a driver’s permit or license 12 

withdraws from school.2 13 

Student attendance records shall be given the same level of confidentiality as other student records. Only 14 
authorized school officials with legitimate educational purposes may have access to student information 15 
without the consent of the student or parent/guardian.3 16 

Absences shall be classified as either excused or unexcused as determined by the principal or his/her 17 

designee.   18 

Excused absences shall include:4 19 

1. Personal illness/injury; 20 
2. Illness of immediate family member; 21 
3. Death in the family; funeral notice 22 

4. Extreme weather conditions; 23 

5. Religious observances;5  24 
6. Pregnancy; 25 
7. School-endorsed activities 26 
8. Summons, subpoena, or court order; or 27 
9. Circumstances which in the judgement of the principal create emergencies over which the student 28 

has no control. 29 

10. Other absences as pre-approved by the principal, based on appropriate documentation at least 10 30 
(ten) school days prior to day(s) to be missed. This does not include personal family vacations. 31 
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11. If a student is exempt from final exams per Board policy, the absence on the day of the exam is 1 
excused. 2 

12. Driver’s license/permit appointments will be excused with proof of appointment. 3 

Tardies including early dismissal for any reason other than the previously mentioned excuses will be 4 
considered unexcused. 5 

The Principal shall be responsible for ensuring that:6 6 

1. Attendance is checked and reported daily for each class; 7 
2. Daily absentee sheets contain sign in/sign-out sheets and indicate students present or absent for 8 

the majority of the day; 9 
3. All student absences are verified; 10 
4. Written excuses are submitted for absences and tardiness; and 11 
5. System-wide procedures for accounting and reporting are followed. 12 

TRUANCY 13 

Annually the Director of Schools/designee will provide written notice to parent(s)/guardian(s) that 14 
attendance at school is required. Students shall be present at least fifty percent (50%) of the scheduled 15 
school day in order to be counted present. Students may attend part-time days alternating days, or for a 16 

specific amount of time as indicated in their Individualized Education Plan or 504 Plan and shall be 17 
considered present for school attendance purposes. If a student is required to participate in a remedial 18 

instruction program outside of the regular school day where there is no cost to the parent(s) and the 19 
school system provides transportation, unexcused absences from these programs shall be reported in the 20 
same manner.7  21 

Students who are absent five (5) days without adequate excuse shall be reported to the Director of 22 
Schools/designee who will, in turn, provide written notice to the parents/guardians of the student’s 23 
absence. If a parent/guardian does not provide documentation within adequate time excusing those 24 

absences, or request an attendance hearing, then the Director of Schools/designee shall implement Tier 25 
II of the progressive truancy plan described below prior to referral to juvenile court. 26 

The Director of Schools/designee shall develop appropriate administrative procedures to implement this 27 
policy. 28 

Progressive Truancy Plan8 29 

Tier I of the progressive truancy plan shall apply to all students within the district and include schoolwide 30 
prevention-oriented supports to assist with satisfactory attendance.  These supports shall include, but are 31 
not limited to; 32 

1. After three (3) unexcused absences a student will be required to meet with a school attendance 33 
representative to discuss reasons for student absences. 34 

2. Regularly scheduled follow-up meetings, with the student to discuss his/her progress. If the 35 

student accumulates additional unexcused absences, he/she shall be subject to the additional tiers. 36 
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Tier II of the progressive truancy plan shall be implemented after the student accumulates four (4) 1 
unexcused absences, but before referral to juvenile court, and includes the following; 2 

1. A conference with the student and the student’s parent(s)/guardian(s); 3 

 4 
2. An attendance contract, based on the conference, signed by the student, the parent(s)/guardian(s), 5 

and the Attendance Supervisor/designee.  The contract shall include: 6 
a. A specific description of the school’s attendance expectations for the student; 7 
b. The period for which the contract is effective; and 8 

c. Penalties for additional absences and alleged school offenses, including additional 9 
disciplinary action and potential referral to juvenile court. 10 

3. Regularly scheduled follow-up meetings to discuss the student’s progress; and 11 

4. A school employee shall conduct an individualized assessment detailing the reasons a student 12 

has been absent from school. The employee may refer the student to counseling, community-13 

based services, or other services to address the student’s attendance problems. 14 

Tier III shall be implemented if the truancy interventions under Tier II are unsuccessful.  Tier III shall 15 
consist of the following interventions: 16 

1. After the 5th unexcused absence, the student will be referred to Truancy Court. 17 
2. Failure to attend Truancy Court and/or additional unexcused absences, the student will be cited 18 

to Juvenile Court 19 
3. The Court will be provided a report of all interventions that have been provided to support this 20 

student. 21 

The interventions shall address student’s needs in an age appropriate manner.  Finalized plans shall be 22 
approved by the Director of Schools/designee. 23 

Upon completion of Tiers I, II, and III, the student will be cited to Juvenile Court. 24 

NON-SCHOOL SPONSORED EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITY9 25 

A principal/designee may excuse a student to participate in non-school sponsored extracurricular 26 
activities.  The principal shall document the approval in writing and shall excuse no more than ten (10) 27 
absences each school year.  No later than seven (7) business days prior to the student’s absence, the 28 
student shall provide documentation to the school as proof of the student’s participation along with a 29 

written request for the excused absence from the student’s parent/guardian.  The Director of Schools will 30 
develop procedures to implement this process.The request shall include the following: 31 

1. Student’s name and personal identification number; 32 
2. Student’s grade; 33 
3. The dates of the student’s absence; 34 

4. The reason for the student’s absence; and 35 

5. The signature of the student and parent/guardian. 36

RELEASED TIME COURSE10

A principal/designee may excuse a student to attend a course in religious moral instruction for up to 

one (1) class period per school day. Students shall not be excused during any class which requires an 

examination for state or federal accountability purposes. 

The student shall submit a written consent form signed by the student’s parent/guardian prior to 

participation in the released time course. The principal/designee shall document the approval in 

writing. The student shall provide documentation to the principal/designee as proof of the student’s 

participation in the released time course. 

The district shall not be responsible for transporting students to and from the place of instruction. 

Upon submission of the student’s transcript from the entity that provided the released time course, the 

student may be awarded one-half (1/2) one (1) unit of elective credit. The Director of Schools shall

develop procedures with secular criteria for determining whether credit shall be awarded. 

MAKE-UP 

Students in grades K – 8 will be allowed to make up work. 

High School students will be allowed to make-up work from all excused absences.  Students are allowed 

to make up work from the first three unexcused absences per semester. 

The following guidelines will be used to submit all make-up work: 17 

1) 1 day absent, students will have 3 school days to make up work;18 

2) 2 consecutive days absent, students will have 4 days to make up work;19 
3) 3 consecutive days absent, students will have 5 school days to make up work.20

(The number of consecutive days missed +2 will equal the total number of days students are allowed 

to submit make-up work.) 

All missed work from an excused absence may be made up.  
All missed work from an unexcused absence may be may up at principal's discretion.

Extenuating circumstances may be appealed to the building principal.

EXAM EXEMPTIONS 

“A” average and a maximum of 3 days excused absence 

“B” average and a maximum of 2 days excused absence 

“C” average and a maximum of 1 day excused absence 

Students with any unexcused absences are ineligible for exam exemptions.  

All students who obtain four (4) or more unexcused tardies in any class will be required to take the 

semester exam regardless of grade average or days absent.  Students who are suspended from school 

or who are remanded to the Alternative School for cause shall forfeit all exam exemptions. 31 
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STATE-MANDATED ASSESSMENT 1 

Students who are absent the day of the scheduled End of Course Exams (EOC) shall present a signed 2 

doctor’s excuse or shall have been given an excused release by the principal prior to testing to receive 3 

an excused absence. Students who have excused absences will be allowed to take a make-up exam.  4 
Excused students will receive an incomplete in the course until they have taken the EOC exam.  5 

Students who have an unexcused absence shall receive a failing grade on the EOC exam which shall be 6 
averaged into their final grade. 7 

Extenuating circumstances may be appealed to the building principal.  8 

CREDIT/PROMOTION DENIAL 9 

Credit/promotion denial determinations may include student attendance, however, student attendance 10 

may not be the sole criterium.11   If attendance is a factor, prior to credit/promotional denial, the 11 
following shall occur: 12 

1. Parents/guardians and students shall be advised if a student is in danger of credit/promotion13 

denial due to excessive absenteeism.14 
2. Procedures in due process are available to the student when credit or promotion is denied.15 

DRIVER’S LICENSE REVOCATION2 16 

A student who has more than ten (10) consecutive or fifteen (15) unexcused absences during any 17 
semester shall be ineligible to retain a driver’s permit or license. 18 

ATTENDANCE HEARING12 19 

Students with excessive (more than 5) unexcused absences or those in danger of a credit/promotion 20 
denial shall have the opportunity to appeal to an attendance hearing committee appointed by the 21 
principal.  If the student chooses to appeal, the student or his/her parent(s) guardian(s) shall be 22 
provided written or actual notice of the appeal hearing and shall be given the opportunity to address the 23 

committee.  24 

An attendance committee appointed by the principal will conduct a hearing to determine if any 25 
extenuating circumstances exist or to determine if the student has met attendance requirements that 26 
will allow him/her to pass the course or be promoted. Upon notification of the attendance committee 27 
decision, the principal shall send written notification to the Director of Schools/designee and the 28 

parent(s)/guardian(s) of the student of any action taken regarding the excessive unexcused absences.  29 

The notification shall advise parents/guardians of their right to appeal such action within two (2) 30 
school days to the Director of Schools/designee.   31 

The appeal shall be heard no later than ten (10) school days after the request for appeal is received. 32 

Within five (5) school days of the Director of Schools/designee rendering a decision, the student’s 33 

parent(s)/guardian(s) may request a hearing by the Board, and the Board shall review the record. 34 
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Following the review, the Board may affirm or overturn the decision of the Director of schools/designee.  1

1 A cumulative record shall be kept for each student enrolled in school. The folder shall contain a health 
2 record, attendance record, and scholarship record; shall be kept current; and shall accompany the student 
3 through his/her school career. 1

INSPECTION PROCEDURE 1 

Parent(s)/ guardian(s) of students and eligible students* may inspect and review the student’s education 2 
records upon written request.1 3 

Parent(s)/ guardian(s) or eligible students shall submit to the records custodian a request which identifies 4 
as precisely as possible the record(s) that he/she wishes to inspect, and the records custodian will contact 5 
the same to discuss how access will best be arranged as promptly and practicable as possible. This 6 
inspection procedure must be completed within 45 days from the receipt of the request. 7 

The right to inspect and review educational records includes the right to a response from school officials 8 
concerning requests for explanation and interpretation of the data. School officials shall presume that the 9 
parent/guardian has the authority to inspect and review records relating to his/her child unless the school 10 
system has been advised that the parent/guardian does not have the authority under applicable state law 11 
governing guardianship, separation, and divorce.2 12 

When a record contains information about students other than the parent/guardian’s child or the eligible 13 
student, the parent(s)/ guardian(s) or eligible student may not inspect and review that information.2 14 

FEES FOR COPIES 15 

A reasonable fee for copies provided to parent(s)/guardian(s) or eligible students* will be determined by 16 
the Director of Schools. One copy of a student's transcript will be furnished free of charge. A charge of 17 
$1.00 will be made for each additional transcript. A charge of .25 per page will be made for copies of all 18 
other records. If the fee represents an unusual hardship, it may be waived in part or entirely by the 19

CORRECTION PROCEDURES 21 

Parent(s) / guardian(s) of students or eligible students* may seek to change any part of the student's 22 
record they believe to be incorrect.4 The Director of School shall develop an acceptable procedure to 23 
establish an orderly process to review and correct an education record. 24 

*The student becomes an “eligible student” when he/she reaches age 18 or enrolls in a post-secondary 25 
school, at which time all of the above rights become the student’s right. 26

1 FEES 

2 School fees are defined as follows:1 

3 1. Fees for activities that occur during regular school hours, including field trips;

4 2. Fees for activities and supplies required to participate in all courses offered for credit or
5 grades;

6 3. Equipment and supplies required to participate in interscholastic athletics and marching
7 band, if taken for credit;

8 4. Fees or tuition for courses taken for credit or grade during summer school;

9 5. Fees required for graduation ceremonies;

10 6. Fees for a copy of the student's records; and

11 7. Refundable deposits for locks or other security devices required for protection of school
12 property when used in conjunction with courses taken for credit or a grade.

13 School fees are not:1 

14 1. Fines for overdue library books;

15 2. Fines for the abuse of school parking privileges and other school rules developed for the
16 safe and efficient operation of the school;

17 3. Charges for lost, damaged, or destroyed textbooks, library books, workbooks, or other
18 school property;

19 4. Charges for debts owed the school;

20 5. Refundable deposits for locks or other security devices required for protection of school
21 property when used in not-for-credit extracurricular activities;

22 6. Costs to participate in not-for-credit extracurricular activities, including athletics; and

23 7. Tuition for non-resident students.
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1 No fee will be charged any student as a condition to attending school,1 but students shall be responsible 
2 for normal school supplies, such as pencils and paper. 

3 School fees shall be waived for students who receive free or reduced-price school lunches.1 The 
4 application/list for determining eligibility for free or reduced-price lunches on a form supplied by the State 
5 Department of Education shall be used to verify student eligibility for fee waivers. 

6 At the beginning of the school year, each principal shall be responsible for providing to all students 
7 and their parents/guardians written notice of the required student fees and the process for fee waiver 
8 for students who receive free or reduced-price lunches. The parent/guardian of an eligible student 
9 must sign the appropriate application for free or reduced-price lunches and the waiver of school fees, 

10 but may pay for all or a portion of the school fees. 

11 Written Notice of approval or denial of request for fee waivers shall be provided to all parents/ 
12 guardians. Any denial shall contain specific grounds for denial and an opportunity for the parent/ 
13 guardian to meet with appropriate school personnel. 

14 Persons collecting fees shall be provided a list containing only the names of those students eligible for 
15 waivers and for whom they are responsible for collecting fees.  Any records related to this program 
16 which identify particular students shall be maintained in strictest confidence. 

17 Prior to the beginning of school each year, the Board, upon the recommendation of the principals and 
18 Director of Schools, shall approve all student fees for the upcoming school year. Additional fees may 
19 be approved during the year as needed. 

20 The Director of Schools shall be responsible for maintaining copies of all correspondence relating to 
21 this program. 

22 No employee may charge a student for any service rendered on the school premises. Tutoring one's 
23 own student for pay is prohibited. 

24 FINES2 

25 Students who destroy, damage, or lose school property, including but not limited to buildings, school 
26 buses, books, equipment, and records, will be responsible for the actual cost of replacing or repairing 
27 such materials or equipment. 

28 The grades, grade cards, diploma or transcript of a student who is responsible for vandalism or theft or 
29 who has otherwise incurred a debt to a school may be held until the student or the student's 
30 parent/guardian has paid for the damages. Upon payment for damages the student's grades, diploma, and/or 

transcripts shall be released.  Such 31 sanctions shall not be imposed if the student is not at fault. 

32 Failure to remit the cost of replacing or repairing such materials or to make satisfactory arrangements 
33 with the administration for payment may result in suspension of the student.  If payment is not 
34 remitted, the matter will be referred to the Board for final disposition. 
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1 Textbooks are available free to students as a loan. Parent(s)/guardian(s) will accept full responsibility 
2 for the proper care, preservation, return, or replacement of textbooks issued to the student(s). 

 

3 The condition of each book and a book number shall be recorded by the teacher issuing it. 
 

4 The life of the book is considered to be six (6) years. Charges for lost books will be the remaining life 
5 of the book.  Damage fines will be based on the wear beyond that normally expected for one year.  For 
6 one year's wear there will be no charge. 

 

7 Fines may be assessed for overdue, damaged, or lost library books.  In no event will the fine exceed the 
8 current cost of replacing the book.

In keeping with the State Board of Education’s endorsement of the Early Admission Program,1 an 1 

academically gifted high school student may complete the twelfth grade at a participating institution of 2 

higher learning.  The student will earn a year’s credit in college at the same time that he earns credit for 3 

his/her senior year in high school. 4 

 
To be considered for this program, the student shall: 5 

 
1. Earn a cumulative grade average of at least 95.00 through three (3) years of high school. 6 

 7 

2. Earn an ACT composite of at least 25. 8 

 9 

3. Submit a written request to the high school principal at the end of the eleventh year of school, 10 

signed by student and parents. 11 

 12 

4. With parents, meet with principal and counselor for consultation. 13 

 14 

5. Submit a letter stating educational and vocational goals, his/her plans for attaining them, and 15 

ways in which early admission will assist in reaching these goals. 16 

 17 

6. Secure the recommendation to the program by the principal, counselor and two classroom 18 

teachers. 19 

 20 

7. Be accepted into an early admission program by an accredited institution of higher learning; and 21 

 22

Authorized school officials will have access to and permit access to student education records for 1 
legitimate educational purposes.1 A “legitimate educational interest” is the official’s need to know 2 
information in order to: 3 

1. Perform required administrative or legal tasks; 4 
 5 

2. Perform a supervisory or instructional task directly related to the student’s education; 6 
 7 

3. Perform a service or benefit for the student or the student’s family such as health care, 8 
counseling, student job placement, or student financial aid. 9 

Authorized school officials may release information from or permit access to a student’s education 10 
record without the parent(s)/guardian(s) or eligible student’s* prior written consent in the following 11 
instances: 12 

1. To comply with a judicial order or lawfully issued subpoena.  The school system will make a 13 
reasonable effort to notify the student’s parent(s)/ guardian(s) or the eligible student before 14 
making a disclosure; 15 
 16 

2. If the disclosure is an item of directory information; 17 
 18 

3. To comply with the requirements of child abuse reports to the extent known by the school 19 
officials including the name, address and age of the child, the name and address of the person 20 
responsible for the care of the child, and the facts requiring the report;2 21 
 22 

4. When certain federal and state officials need information in order to audit or enforce legal 23 
conditions related to federally-supported education programs in the school system; 24 
 25 

5. When the school system has entered into a contract or written agreement for an organization to 26 
conduct scientific research on the system’s behalf to develop tests or improve instruction, 27 
provided that the studies are conducted in a manner which will not permit the personal 28 
identification of students and their parent(s)/ guardian(s) by individuals other than 29 
representatives of the organization and the information will be destroyed when no longer 30 
needed for the purpose for which the study was conducted;3 31 
 32 

6. To appropriate officials if the parent(s)/ guardian(s) claim the student as a dependent as defined 33 
by the Internal Revenue Code; 34 
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7. To accrediting organizations to carry out their accrediting functions; 1 
 2 

8. When a student seeks or intends to enroll in another school district or a post-secondary school.  3 
Parent(s)/guardian(s) of students or eligible students have a right to obtain copies of records 4 
transferred under this provision;4 5 
 6 

9. To financial institutions or government agencies that provide or may provide financial aid to a 7 
student in order to establish eligibility, to determine the amount of financial aid, to establish 8 
conditions for the receipt of financial aid and to enforce financial aid agreements. 9 
 10 

10. To make the needed disclosure in a health or safety emergency when warranted by the 11 
seriousness of the threat to the student of other persons, when the information is necessary and 12 
needed to meet the emergency, when time is an important and limiting factor and when the 13 
persons to whom the information is to be disclosed are qualified and in a position to deal with 14 
the emergency. 15 
 16 

11. To the Attorney General or his designee for official purposes related to the investigation or 17 
prosecution of an act of domestic or international terrorism. An educational agency that, in 18 
good faith, produces education records in accordance with an order issued under this Act shall 19 
not be liable to any person for that production.5 20 

Authorized school officials may release information from a student’s education record if the student’s 21 
parent(s)/ guardian(s) or the eligible student gives written consent for the disclosure.  The written 22 
consent must include: 23 

1. A specification of the records to be released; 24 
 25 

2. The reasons for the disclosure; 26 
 27 

3. The person, organization, or class of persons or organizations to whom the disclosure is to be 28 
made; 29 
 30 

4. The signature of the parent(s)/ guardian(s) or eligible student; 31 
 32 

5. The date of the consent and, if appropriate, a date when the consent is to be terminated.  The 33 
student’s parent(s)/ guardian(s) or the eligible student may obtain a copy of any records 34 
disclosed under this provision. 35 

The school system will maintain an accurate record of all requests to disclose information from or to 36 
permit access to a student’s education records.  The system will maintain an accurate record of 37 
information it discloses and access it permits.  The system will maintain this record as long as it 38 
maintains the student’s education record. 39 

The record will include at least: 40 

1. The name of the person or agency that makes the request; 41 
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2. The interest the person or agency has in the information; 1 
 2 

3. The date the person or agency makes the request; and 3 
 4 

4. Whether the request is granted and, if it is, the date access is permitted or the disclosure is 5 
made. 6
